Gr-r-reat Gravy CookiesIngredients:2½ cups whole wheat flour½ cup nonfat dry milk2 small jars beef-flavored baby food½
cup water6 tablespoons beef gravy     1 tablespoon brown sugar1 egg  ½ teaspoon saltPreheat the oven to 350° F. Combine
all ingredients in a large mixing bowl. Lightly pat your hands with flour and shape the mix into a big ball. Flatten the ball
using a floured wooden rolling pin. Use a cookie cutter to cut the dough into triangles or starsor use a dog-shaped cookie
cutter for a canine-styled design. Place the cookies on a greased cookie sheet. Bake for 25 minutes, or until lightly browned.
Allow the cookies to cool completely before serving.
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
