Owners
had liberally applied spaghetti sauce, ketchup, stewed tomatoes, as well as the old standby. A better choice is the following
recipe:1 quart 3-percent hydrogen peroxide¥ cup baking soda (sodium bicarbonate)1 teaspoon liquid soap (Dawn works
best)

Wet your dog thoroughly, then work this formula throughout the coat. Leave it on for five to 10 minutes, then rinse
thoroughly. It's important to discard any leftover mixture. If stored in a closed container, it becomes combustible.
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
