
Dog-Themed Radio Show Moves to L.A.

Kasem will join the show as co-host. 

Forbes has been a dog trainer and behaviorist for over 20 years, and has trained and imported over 600 police dogs for
departments across the country. For 13 years, he has hosted Pet Talk as well as the Pet Talk TV show. Forbes also has
made several talk show appearances, including Live with Regis and Kelly and Larry King Live.
