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Kathleen Turner makes some explosive accusations in her upcoming autobiography, “Send Yourself Roses,” including one
that former costar Nicolas Cage stole a dog, according to excerpts published in Britain’s Daily Mail.

Turner starred with Cage in “Peggy Sue Got Married,” which was directed by Cage’s uncle, Francis Ford Coppola.
“Everything Francis wanted him to do, he went against to show that he wasn’t under his uncle’s wing. Which was ridiculous.
Oh, that stupid voice of his and the fake teeth! Honestly, | cringe to think about it. He caused so many problems,” Turner
writes. “He was arrested twice for drunk driving and, | think, once for stealing a dog. He'd come across a Chihuahua he liked
and stuck it in his jacket.”

Cage was quick to deny the charges through his publicist. “While | recall Kathleen Turner being a great lady and wonderful
actress, the credibility of her biography and her memory is at stake ...
